As the need for military education evolved
throughout the country, the association encour-
aged the development of intra-military education-
al programs within the Department of Defense
(DoD) community. In 1994, the organization was
renamed the Council of College and Military Edu-
cators (CCME) to more accurately reflect its na-
tional membership and its role with the military off-
duty voluntary education program.

Symposium January 29-February 1, 2024 at the Gaylord Rockies, Aurora, Colorado. Each year, the CCME
